WHY AESOL?

This specialisation is offered to students whose first language is not English and who have not had the major part of their formal schooling
conducted in the English language. It is designed for students who wish to undertake advanced study of the English language at University
level. The specialisation is aimed to equip students with listening, speaking, reading and writing skills. It focuses on the systematic study of
English with an emphasis on academic essay writing, synthesis and summary writing and overall analytical and research skills. Students also
develop oral communication skills, gaining confidence in their ability to communicate in English.
