Is an internship full time?

Internships can be undertaken on a part-time or
full-time basis. To be eligible for the scholarship
both full-time and part-time internships must be

a minimum of 3 calendar months in duration,
comprising of at least 60 full-time equivalent (FTE)
days of engagement.

Can international HDR students
undertake internships?
Yes international students are welcome to

undertake an internship.

Do internships need to be related to the
HDR students area of research?

Internship placements must be arranged so that
the doctoral students area of study is considered.

All eligible doctoral students who complete a 60
day internship may be qualified to apply for a
DIP scholarship. Some organisations may also be
in a position to offer interns a wage during their
internships.
