This map only scratches the surface of all that is wonderful 
about Footscray. Don’t be afraid to stray in the ‘Scray, explore 
new areas and wander to your destination.

We acknowledge that the footprints of the Kulin are found 
across the landscape of the western region.

You are walking on lands that have been occupied 
by Aboriginal people for well over 40,000 years – the 
traditional lands of the Boonwurrung and Woiwurrung 
(Wurundjeri) people of the Kulin – and we pay respects to 
their Ancestors, Elders, and families.

Welcoming visitors to Footscray is Wominjeka Tarnuk Yooroom 
(Welcome Bowl) - a group of large granite boulders shaped 
to mimic the ‘tarnuk’ (a traditional Aboriginal curved tray), 
symbolising traditional Aboriginal smoking ceremonies.

You can find Wominjeka Tarnuk Yooroom right in the heart 
of Footscray at the corner of Paisley and Nicholson Streets, 
known locally as Footscray Mall.
